Manchester has traditionally been a school uniform school. During the 20-21 school year,
uniforms were waived due to COVID-19. The waiver has been extended to the 21-22 school
year. Uniform policies will be reviewed this year and a district wide determination will be
made. Students are welcome to wear the uniform, however, uniforms will not be enforced this
year.

During the 2021-2022 school year, we will adhere to the district guidelines for dress codes as
outlined below.

a) No undergarments should be visible at any time.

b) Clothing should not cause a disruption of the educational environment.

c¢) Students may not wear or carry clothing, jewelry, book bags, or other personal articles that
depict or display profanity, vulgarity, obscenity, nudity of any degree, violence, alcoholic
beverages, tobacco, controlled substances, firearms, or any illegal activity, or which advertise
products or services illegal to minors.

d) Any symbols, styles or attire frequently associated with gangs, intimidation or violence
which are disruptive of the educational environment are prohibited.

e) Adornments or accessories, such as chains or spikes that could reasonably be perceived to be
a weapon or could be utilized as a weapon are prohibited.

f) Head coverings (including hats, hoods, sweat bands, and bandanas) are generally prohibited
in school buildings. However, students may wear head coverings in the school building as an
expression of sincerely held religious belief (e.g., hijabs or yarmulkes) or cultural expression
(e.g., geles) or to reasonably accommodate medical or disability-related issues (e.g.,
protective helmets).
